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A paraphrased excerpt from a recent pastoral [&tier the
House of Bishops aptly describes times of anxielipived by
God's healing presence:

Our spiritual ancestors found themselves in an eco*®
nomic and existential crisis that endured for foygars on 3
their journey from Egypt to Israel. While they gneal in
Egypt, they murmured at Sinai — at least at fitgtd then after their groan-
ing, complaining and reverting to old comforts @dli worship, they were
given Grace to learn and understand what the Loatht&d to teach them.

They learned that they needed the wilderness iaerdadrecover theif
nerve and put their full trust in God--and to dseotheir God-given unique
ness, which had been rubbed away during theiraapiin Egypt. They
adopted some basic rules that enabled them tanligsecommunity of free
people rather than as captives or slaves. And penmest importantly, our
spiritual ancestors discovered that the wilderimgessunique place of God's
abundance and miracle, where water gushed outarkeand manna ap-
peared on the desert floor — food and drink miraasily provided by God.

As we go through our own wilderness, these spirsnaestors also
point the way to a deep and abiding hope. We cdisagever our uniquenes
— which emerges from the conviction that our weattietermined by what
we give rather than what we own. We can re-discawvemna — God's ex-
traordinary expression of abundance.

Our risen Lord broke through the isolation of thgcgbles huddled in
fear for their lives following his suffering andaté; so too are we, the Bodly
of Christ, called to break through the lonelineisd anxiety of this time,
drawing people from their fears and isolation itite comforting embrace of
God's gathered community of hope. As discipledefrisen Christ we are
given gifts for showing forth God's gracious gerséigoand for finding bless}
ing and abundance in what is hard and difficulthiis time the Holy Spirit i$
moving among us, sharing with us the vision of whaeal and valued in
God's world. In a time such as this, Christ drassleeper into our faith re-
vealing to us that generosity breaks through distparalysis and misinfor-
mation. Like our risen Lord, we, as his disciples ealled to listen to the
world's pain and offer comfort and peace.

We continue our journey together placing our heartee power of
the Trinity. The God who created us is creatinky atid will not abandon us
The Incarnate Word, our Savior Jesus Christ, whauffering, dying and ris}
ing for our sake, stands in solidarity with us, pasmised to be with us to
the end of the age. God the Holy Spirit, the uagath of God for us and i
us, is our comforter, companion, inspiration anaiguin this is our hope,
our joy and our peace.
